7. Understand the objective of the lesson that your child must remember.

Lesson Title Deliverance at the Red Sea
Text Exodus 14 - 16
Lesson Objective The children are amazed at the ways and means by
which God cares for and protects the people of Israel
even in difficult situations.

Lesson Summary:

e After many years of bondage under the Egyptian Pharaohs, the people of Israel
finally left Egypt with Moses and Aaron walking ahead of them.

e God led them by means of a pillar of cloud by day and a pillar of fire by night.
When the pillar stopped the people rested.

e Pharaoh’s army caught up with them at the Red Sea. The Israelites were
paralysed with fear.

e With a great wind God divided the waters and the Israelites crossed over to the
other side without even getting their feet wet.

e Pharaoh’s army hurried after them, but at God’s command the waters became a
sea again and the Egyptian army drowned. God rescued the Israelites.

e \With Moses as their guide, the journey through the desert then commenced.

e The people of Israel often murmured and complained about the hardships they
had to endure. They could find no food or water on their journey through the hot
barren desert.

e God helped and cared for them where necessary.
e He turned bitter water into sweet drinking water and sent them manna to eat.
e Once He even sent them a flock of quails so they could have meat to eat.
