Create a pleasant (disturbance free) learning environment where you and the
4. children are at the same level
Example: Sit on the mat or at a table
Read through the lesson. Re-read the lesson so that you understand it.
> Watch the video clip of the lesson to get a better understanding of the lesson.
6. Make notes for yourself on important points that you would like to remember.
7. Understand the objective of the lesson that your child must remember.
Present the lesson to your child by telling the story. You can even read the

9. Show your child the video and recap on the meaning/purpose of the lesson.
10. | Refer your child to the activity in the child’s workbook.
11. | Pray, or ask your child to pray and close the lesson.

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The Lesson
Lesson Title Jesus in the temple
Text John 7: 9-46
Lesson Objective The children learn that Jesus Christ tells the people
that He is the Son of God.

Lesson Summary:

A great feast is being celebrated in Jerusalem, the Feast of the Tabernacles.
Thousands of people have made the annual journey to Jerusalem for this feast
and many people expected to see the Lord Jesus there, but He was in Galilee.

People erected booths in the streets, courtyards and on roofs and stayed in these
huts during the seven days of the festival. It is a celebration in commemoration of
the forty-year journey through the desert and the amazing way that God looked
after the people of Israel during that time.

A few days into the festival, the Lord Jesus arrived in Jerusalem quietly and
unnoticed and went to the temple to teach the people. He taught the people,
pointing out: “The doctrine which | proclaim, is not mine, but that of my Father who
has sent me. If any man thirst, let him come to me and drink”. Some saw in Him
the promised Messiah, but most did not.

The Pharisees and high priests wanted to have Jesus arrested, but the guards
came back without Him. The guards told them, “Nobody has ever spoken as
impressively as this man”.

After many discussions amongst the people, calm soon returned to Jerusalem.
The huts were taken down and people returned to their homes.

What does this lesson mean for us today?

We believe that Jesus is the Son of God and was sent by God to save us from sin.
We are the children of God and we want to acknowledge this.

Today, the Apostles and other ministers are active in Jesus’ name and they are led
by the Holy Spirit.

Through their word our souls are refreshed time and again in divine services.
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Some questions that we can ask:

1. Why did the people go to Jerusalem?
A: For the Feast of the Tabernacles

2. What is this feast about?

through the desert and how amazingly God took care of the people of Israel.

3. What did Jesus tell the people in the temple?
A: That He is the Son of God, He was sent by His Father.

4. Did they all believe Him?
A. No, some saw Him as the promised Messiah, but most did not.

5. Do you believe that Jesus is the Son of God?
A. let the child answer

6. Who is active in Jesus Christ’s name today?
A. Apostles and other ministers and they are led by the Holy Spirit

A: It is the festival which is celebrated in commemoration of the forty-year long journey
