2. Note:

2.1: An ideal time preferably to present the lesson is after the Sunday morning service in
line with the normal Sunday School time to maintain the routine.

2.2. Please keep the lesson as concise as possible, bearing in mind the retention span
(to focus on the lesson) of our children — you know your child best.
Sunday School normally does not exceed 45 minutes.

2.3: The lessons are class specific (SS1, RI1 or Confirmation).
2.4: Please contact your SS teacher if you need any of the above resources.
