Create a pleasant (disturbance free) learning environment where you and the
4. children are at the same level
Example: Sit on the mat or at a table
Read through the lesson. Re-read the lesson so that you understand it.
> Watch the video clip of the lesson to get a better understanding of the lesson.
6. Make notes for yourself on important points that you would like to remember.
7. Understand the objective of the lesson that your child must remember.
Present the lesson to your child by telling the story. You can even read the

9. Show your child the video and recap on the meaning/purpose of the lesson.
10. | Refer your child to the activity in the child’s workbook.
11. | Pray, or ask your child to pray and close the lesson.

Lesson Summary:

During his exile on the island of Patmos, Apostle John was given the revelation
which he wrote down.

Jesus Christ appeared to him and showed him, by means of visions, the
completion of God’s work and our future.
