Step Action
Create a pleasant (disturbance free) learning environment where you and the
4. children are at the same level
Example: Sit on the mat or at a table
Read through the lesson. Re-read the lesson so that you understand it.

6. Make notes for yourself on important points that you would like to remember.
7. Understand the objective of the lesson that your child must remember.

9. Show your child the video and recap on the meaning/purpose of the lesson.
10. | Refer your child to the activity in the child’s workbook.
11. | Pray, or ask your child to pray and close the lesson.

Lesson Title Revelation (2)
Text Revelation chapters 19; 20; 21; 22
Lesson Objective The children learn that God will make a new heaven
and new earth.
We gladly prepare ourselves for our eternal life with

Lesson Summary:

Last week we learned about the wedding feast of eternal fellowship with God that
awaits us, if we remain faithful and overcome sin.

The Apostle John also writes about what will happen after the wedding feast of the
lamb.

An angel will come down from heaven and bind Satan (Satan will be held prisoner)
for a thousand years.

The Lord Jesus will create a Kingdom of peace which will last for the thousand
years that Satan is imprisoned.

Those who took part in the first resurrection will rule with Jesus as priests of God
during these thousand years.

Apostle John also saw a new heaven and a new earth.

The Holy City created by God will come down from heaven to the new earth and
the throne of God is in this city.

All who live with God, serve Him and are allowed to see Him and have His name
written on their foreheads.

Only those whose name is written in the book of life will enter this wonderful city
and rule with God forever.

The Revelation of Apostle John reaffirms the promise of Christ’s return.
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What does this lesson mean for us today?

e Christ is preparing a special place for us.

e Christ promised to return, and He will keep His promise.

e We must gladly prepare ourselves to go with Him when He comes to fetch us.
e \We must strive to be overcomers of sin to inherit this city.

e \We want to rule with God forever.

Some questions that we can ask:

1. What did the angel do to Satan?

2. Did Christ go and create a new heaven and earth for us?
A: Yes, He did.

3. What do you think this new heaven and earth will look like?
A: Children tell what they think it will look like.

4. What must we do to enter this new heaven?

A. We must serve God and overcome all sin.

5. Do you want to go with Christ when he returns to fetch us?

A. Yes.

A: He bond him for a thousand years. He took Satan as a prisoner for a thousand years.
