Create a pleasant (disturbance free) learning environment where you and the

Example: Sit on the mat or at a table
Read through the lesson. Re-read the lesson so that you understand it.

6. Make notes for yourself on important points that you would like to remember.
7. Understand the objective of the lesson that your child must remember.
Present the lesson to your child by telling the story. You can even read the

9. Show your child the video and recap on the meaning/purpose of the lesson.
10. | Refer your child to the activity in the child’s workbook.
11. | Pray, or ask your child to pray and close the lesson.

Lesson Title The great gift
Text No Bible reading. Revision of previous lessons.
Lesson Objective The children rejoice that God sent His Son into the world
and in thankfulness they give Him their whole heart.

Lesson Summary:

e We will summarise the 3 lessons dealing with the birth of Jesus.
The 15t Lesson — Jesus Christ is Born:

The angel told Mary she would bear a son and she was to call him Jesus.
Joseph and Mary had to travel to their birthplace, Bethlehem to register for a
census.
There, under the poorest conditions, the Son of God, Jesus Christ was born.
That night Angels proclaimed the glad tidings of his birth to the shepherds in
the fields near Bethlehem.

e They found baby Jesus, worshipped Him and praised and thanked God for
what they have heard and seen. They told everyone about their experience.

The 2" Lesson — The wise men from the East:

e |n adistant land, wise men saw a bright star.
e They realised that this star the sign of the birth of very special king.
e After a long journey they found the new-born child, Jesus Christ.

e They worshipped him and brought him three precious gifts: gold, frankincense
and myrrh.

The 39 Lesson — The flight to Egypt:

e In adream an angel told Joseph to flee to Egypt with Mary and the child to save
Jesus from the cruelty of King Herod.

e Herod, ordered all the boys under the age of two to be killed, because he feared
that he was no longer going to be the ruler of his kingdom.

e After Herod’s death, Joseph was again instructed in a dream to return to his
homeland.

e Joseph and Mary returned home to Nazareth with baby Jesus.
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Today’s Lesson is — The great gift:

e We should really be very thankful to God for having sent his Son into the world.
e By doing so, he gave us all a great and wonderful gift.

e This great gift is proof of God’s love for mankind

e We want to give God a gift too.

e The gift we give Him is our whole heart.

How do we do that?
e By loving Him, and trying to be like Him.
e By waiting for His return and accepting His servants who work in His name.

e This is proof of our love for God.

What does this lesson mean for us today?

e We must be thankful for the gift that God gave us, His Son.

e We must show our thankfulness by giving our whole heart to God and His Son as a gift.

Some questions that we can ask:

1. Why must we be thankful to God for sending his Son into the world?
Answer: By doing this, God gave us all a great and wonderful gift

2. What gift can we give God and His Son?
Answer: Our whole heart

3. How do we give our whole heart to God?
Answer: By loving him. By trying to be like Him. By waiting for His return. By accepting
His servants who work in His name.
