2.2. Please keep the lesson as concise as possible, bearing in mind the
attention span (to focus on the lesson) of our children — you know your
child best. Sunday School normally does not exceed 45 minutes.

2.3: The lessons are class-specific (Pre-SS, SS1, RI1 or Confirmation).

6. Make notes for yourself on important points that you would like to remember.
7. Understand the objective of the lesson that your child must remember.
8 Present the lesson to your child by telling the story. You can even read the
' story if you like.
9. Show your child the video and recap on the meaning/purpose of the lesson.
10. | Refer your child to the activity in the child’s workbook.
11. | Pray, or ask your child to pray and close the lesson.
