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Jesus  pATTLE IN (eTHsSEMANE

Luke 22:39-46

After the evening meal, Jesus went with eleven of His disciples to the garden of Gethsemane
at the foot of the Mount of Olives. He had often been there with His disciples already.

Judas also knew this place.

When they arrived in the garden, Jesus asked His disciples to pray.

Then He went a little further, knelt down, prayed, and said, “Father, if it is Your will, take this cup away
from Me; neverthless not My will, but Yours, be done.”

Then an angel from heaven appeared and strengthened Him.

After an arduous battle praying, Jesus got up and went to His disciples who had fallen asleep
in the meantime. Jesus did not reprimand them for it, but again asked them to pray.
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Luke 22:47-54

While Jesus was still speaking with His disciples, Judas came into the garden of Gethsemane.

With him were officers of the temple police, armed with swords and sticks. Judas had conspired with
the crowd to betray Jesus with a kiss. When Judas did so, the Lord said to him, “Judas, are you
betraying the Son of Man with a kiss?”

The disciples asked if they should use their swords to ward them off. Peter had already reached for
his sword and cut off the right ear of one of the high priest’s servants. But Jesus told them to stop,
touched his ear and healed him.

To the men who wanted to seize Him, Jesus said, “Have you come out, as against a robber, with
swords and clubs? When | was with you daily in the temple, you did not try to seize Me. But this is
your hour, and the power of darkness.”

Then Jesus allowed Himself to be arrested and taken away.
