CLARIFICATION OF THE RULES OF THE NEW APOSTOLIC CHURCH BURIAL FUND
(NACBFSA) WITH REGARD TO MEMBERS MOVING OVERSEAS

1. The NACBFSA is underwritten by an insurer, Clientele Life. In terms of the Master
Agreement (Master Policy) between Clientele Life and the NACBFSA the following is
contained and is binding:

1.1 “Benefits will only be paid or services delivered in the following territory: Within the
borders of the Republic of South Africa as well as: None other.”
1.2 Point 1.1 is clear that the NACBFSA cannot deliver these benefits and services

outside the borders of the Republic of South Africa.

This includes collecting premiums for an individual who is no longer resident in South
Africa (longer than the shortest stay visa of that particular country or the allowable stay

period before a visa or work permit becomes mandatory).

To ensure compliance with the Regulator, the Financial Services Conduct Authority, the

NACBFSA will:

A. With reference to Point 1.2, members of the NACBFSA who have moved for a period
longer than the visa-free or shortest allowable visa period, will only be able to receive
cover until the 30 June 2025 whilst residing outside the borders of South Africa.

B. Iftheyreturn to reside in South Africa after 30 June 2025 and are under the age of 65,
they may make a new application to join the NACBFSA. Members over the age of 65

may not rejoin as per the terms and conditions of the insurer.

Addendum - “Status of Overseas Members” will remain in force until 30 June 2025.
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
