How to prepare and present the lesson

Below are some tips on how to go about preparing and presenting the lesson:

Step Action

Note:

2.1: An ideal time preferably to present the lesson is after the Sunday morning
service in line with the normal Sunday School time to maintain the routine.

2.2: Please keep the lesson as concise (brief) as possible, bearing in mind the
attention span (to focus on the lesson) of our children - you know your child
best! Sunday School normally does not exceed 45 minutes.

2.3: The lesson is class specific (Confirmation 1).

2.4: Please contact your Confirmation Teacher if you need any assistance or if
you need any of the above resources.

3 Pray (see the prayer at the end of this document) and ask God to use you as a
tool to present the lesson the way He would want us to present it.

Step | Action

4 Create a pleasant, disturbance free learning environment where you and the
child/ren are at the same level.

Example: Sit around a table.

5 Read through the lesson. Re-read the lesson so that you understand it.

Watch the video-clip of the lesson to get a better understanding of the lesson.

6 Make notes for yourself on important points that you would like to remember.
7 Understand the objective of the lesson that your child must remember.

8 Present the lesson to your child.

9 Show your child the video and recap on the meaning.

10 Refer your child to the activity in the child’s workbook (I Also Want To.....)

11 Pray, or ask your child to pray and close the lesson.

The aim is to help our children understand how their congregation and
district work. You are welcome to explain to them the structure beyond the district.

These are the responsibilities of a District Rector:
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§ They are the rectors’ contacts and regularly hold rectors’ meetings.

§ They perform special tasks for the Apostle and Bishop in the district.

§ They visit the congregations in the district.

§ Special congregational events are discussed with them.

§ They perform adoptions in the congregations.

§ They conduct divine services for the youth and children of their district.
